What is the difference between an Electric Sunroof and a Power Moonroof?

             Back in the 1970’s Ford Motor Company introduced a solid metal panel sunroof which they called the moonroof. Plenty of light in the car when it was open, but very dark when closed.

             Later it was replaced with the sliding glass panel, which provided plenty of light inside and also had a solid sliding sunshade for days when that sun and it’s heat was not quite as welcomed. This was re-named the electric sunroof.

             But the  power moonroof had such a catchy name that it stuck around, and today both terms refer to the same product.
